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The Domestic Abuse and Sexual Assault Crisis Center is Warren
County’s first and only shelter for victims of both domestic violence
and sexual assault.

The agency was incorporated in 1980 and the shelter was built in 1989.
In 2004 renovations on the Dorothy Blake House were completed and
this facility became home to families needing a supportive housing
arrangement where they could stay for up to two years while either
working or going to school. In 2011 the agency began renovating an-
other building and will open an outreach center in Washington. This
facility, dedicated to the memory of Georgette Molloy, provides individuals
and families affected by domestic violence and sexual assault with a
wide range of free, confidential programs and services.

This past year the agency sheltered 36 women and 54 children and
provided them with case management, counseling, and supportive
services during their stay. The agency provided over 3,000 hours of
counseling in both group and individual settings. Our volunteers re-
sponded to 40 domestic violence and 17 sexual assault crisis interven-
tion call-outs.

Much has been done and there is much more we can accomplish with
your support. One area we hope to grow is a comprehensive chil-
dren’s program. Part of this effort includes a therapeutic equine thera-
py program for children. This program is a collaboration between our
agency and Centenary College.

By providing victims and their families with the necessary support and
information, survivors have the ability to create peaceful, violence-
free homes for themselves and their families. Without the agency,
victims would have no place to go — no roof over their head, no food,
no clothing, no services, no options available to assist them in break-
ing the cycle of abuse.
